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INTRODUCTION

Elementary-age children have vivid imaginations and a large capacity to absorb information. They are constantly trying to figure
things out and make connections about the world they live in. We believe this is the prime age to saturate them with who God is —
His nature, characteristics and what His existence means to them. The Discover God curriculum focuses on ministering to children,
as they see how God reveals who He is through stories in the Bible and through current life situations.

The Discover God curriculum includes 2 years of lessons that are divided into 6 semesters - 2 Fall, 2 Spring and 2 Summer. Each Fall
Semester contains an extended unit of lessons for ministries that may follow the children as they promote from one scholastic year
to the next (i.e. mid-August to coincide with the start of a school year). Fall Semesters also contain Christmas lessons and Spring
Semesters contain Easter lessons. The units in a semester can be manipulated and adjusted to accommodate when a holiday falls.
Trinity Felowship Children’s Curriculum presents an approach to curriculum for children’s ministries that provides an age-appro-
priate, progressive curriculum acting as a framework for the biblical content of the ministry. The curriculum can be used by any
children’s ministry, no matter its size or how it is divided by age group. Each set of curriculum is thoroughly detailed, but simple,
so that a ministry can put its own creativity and stamp of ownership on it. The curriculum contains lessons that can be used in
large-group and small-group arrangements, discussion questions, drama scripts, ministry ideas, memory verses, activity ideas, and
lesson planning worksheets.
